Abstract: Operative wound pain is troublesome for a patient who received subcostal
nephrectomy. We report 10 cases with wound pain after subcostal nephrectomy. The
patients were treated with Shakuyaku-kanzo-to (T]-68). The wound pain was
recognized to be less serious in 8 out of 10 cases according to face scale. We consider
that Shak'ﬁyaku—kanzo-to is useful for wound pain after subcostal nephrectomy.
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
