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Abstract: Xerostomia is a disorder which frequently occurs in an elderly person. The
disorder results from diminished or arrested salivary secretion, triggered by agents like
antidepressants, tranquilizers, cardiovascular drugs, or by Sjogren’s syndrome. Most
patients complain of mouth drying sensation, burning sensation or an oral
unpleasantness. Xerostomia is occasionally accompanied by glossodynia. We
experienced a case of a 76-year-old male with glossodynia and xerostomia. Alprazolam
and Bakumondo-to (TJ-29) were administered to the patient over the long term. His
condition was improved 8 months after the medication.
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
