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A migraine case that Yoku-kan-san-ka-chimpi-hange was effective

Abstract: Migraine is a popular disease that Kampo is often effective without side
effects. We report a case of migraine on which Yoku-kan-san-ka-chimpi-hange (T]-83)
was effective. The case was a b4-year-old housewife, who suffered from vertigo. She
had not been getting along with her family. She was usually patient but sometimes lost
her temper. The hypothesis of her good medical course is due to the effect of Chotoko
(contents of TJ-83) that increases one's blood vessel flow and has anti-depressant
action.
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
