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Treatment of glossalgia with saikokaryukotsuboreito and hochuekkito

Abstract: We studied the effect of saikokaryukotsuboreito (TJ-12) in combination
with hochuekikitou (T]-41) on glossalgia in 7 female patients. Their tongues looked
normal clinically and the age of the patients ranged from 62 to 68 years. Improvement
of the symptoms of the tongue appeared in 4 cases 3- 21 days after the medication. In
these patients, general malaise was also improved. TJ-12 in combination with TJ-41
should be effective on the patients who complained of glossalgia and general malaise.
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
