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Effect of Kampo medicines on pain due to ureteral calculi during pregnancy

Abstract: NSAIDs are very effective on pain due to ureteral calculi generally but
they are contraindication to the pregnant. So it is difficult to care the pregnant with
ureteral calculi. A case is a woman of pregnancy 21 weeks with right ureteral calculi
Right hydronephrosis was detected on ultrasound imaging. The administration of both
shakuyakukanzoto and acetaminophen for a week improved the pain. The patient kept
taking tokishakuyakusan and successfully gave normal vaginal birth in normal term.
Right hydronephrosis was disappeared after delivery. Shakuyakukanzoto and
tokishakuyakusan were effective on various pain and safe for the pregnant woman. It
was suggested that shakuyakukanzoto should be effective for colic pain and
tokishakuyakusan for chronic pain.
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
