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Abstract: Patients with classical trigeminal neuralgia was treated by saikokeishito.
After 2 weeks 73.5% (25/34) of patients improved their pain and 4 of them developed
almost pain-free. They complained no adverse effects at all. Saikokeishito may be the
second choice to carbamazepine against trigeminal neuralgia.
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
