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A case report of dental pain contributed to migraine associated with weather change
managed by triptan and goreisan

Abstract: In dental pain, there is non-odontogenic pain contributed to primary
headache such as tension-type headache and migraine. For the management of
headache, some kampo medicines e.g. kakkonto and goreisan are recommended and
dentists can prescribe them. Here, we introduce a case report of migraine and dental
pain associated with weather change using triptan and goreisan. The patient is an old
woman in sixty. According to the international classification of headache disorders, 3rd
edition; beta version (ICHD-3 ), we suspected migraine, referred to a physician and
manage together. We prescribed not only triptan but also goreisan, because her pain
was associated with weather change, and there were various sign and symptoms like
vomiting, edema and scalloped tongue. After her pain was relieved, we stopped triptan
and reduced goreisan. For headaches accompanied with oral sign and various
symptoms, dentists can join their management using kampo medicine.
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
