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A case of cerebrospinal fluid hypovolemia and yraumatic neck syndrome
successfully treated with the combination of Kampo medicine

Abstract: Traumatic neck syndrome is composed of not only nociceptive pain and
neuropathic pain due to organic trauma but also psychosocial pain, functional pain syn-
drome, which usually heals naturally in several weeks but sometimes elapse for sev-
eral years. Often complications of cerebrospinal fluid hypovolemia due to traumatic
injury are discussed, but its relevance is unclear.

There are various treatments including some kind of drug therapy, nerve block, psy-
chological approach but in some cases, they are not effective.

In this case, goreisan improved the symptoms for which Western medical treatment
was not effective.

Therefore, Kampo medicine should be recommended if we can not achieve enough
efficacy with Western medical treatment.
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
